Falls Forums, September 23rd

Because falls are a major threat to the health and
independence of older adults, Faith in Action is
working with several community groups to host two
Falls Prevention Forums on Friday, September 23rd
in Newberg and Sherwood. The forums will focus
on simple, practical ways that seniors can improve
the chances of staying on their feet and in their own
homes.

The first forum will take place at the Loaves &
Fishes Sherwood Senior Center, 21907 SW
Sherwood Blvd., from 10:00 am to 11:30 am. The
forum will then be repeated in the afternoon at the
Newberg Adult Enrichment Center, 101 W. Foothills
Drive from 1:00 pm to 2:30 pm.

Participants will learn to minimize their risk of
falling and find out about Medicare covered options
to improve balance. Sign up for a free, 5 minute Falls
Risk Assessment by a certified geriatric physical
therapist . In Newberg call 503-538-9404. In
Sherwood call 503-625-5644.

Keep Seniors Safe

According to Chris Mayfield,
Division Chief, Fire Marshal, the
Newberg Fire Department responds to approximately
9 fall calls per week. Every year, 1 in 3 older adults
fall, and falls are the leading cause of death and
injury for people age 65 and over. Additionally,
people over the age of 85 die in fires 5 times more
often than the rest of the population.

With this in mind, Faith in Action and local
firefighters from Newberg and Dundee are teaming
up to provide older adults, age 60 and better, with
free “Right at Home”
and fire prevention. Teams of 3 will be going into the
homes of older adults and reviewing a home safety
checklist with each homeowner on Saturday,
November 5th. The checklist helps residents identify
areas of fall risk and fire hazard in their home.

The team of volunteers will remedy anything they
can at the time of the visit, including changing smoke
detector batteries, burned out light bulbs, and
installing night lights, new smoke detectors, or
